Excursion Trip of CCCT Sikkim Students' to MSIT Delhi 

 
Introduc)on: 

Ek Bharat Shreshtha Bharat programme aims to enhance interac3on camp; promote mutual 
understanding between people of different states/UTs through the concept of state/UT 
pairing. The states carry out ac3vi3es to promote a sustained and structured cultural connect 
in the areas of language learning, culture, tradi3ons camp; music, tourism camp; cuisine, 
sports and sharing of best prac3ces, and more.
