ABOUT THE SPEAKER: The name of the speaker is Mr. Abhijeet Singh, who is a 

proficient white hat hacker with industrial experience. 

 

DESCRIPTION: The speaker discussed the fundamentals of cybersecurity and the need to 

secure information systems. He explained the three pillars of security: confidentiality, 

integrity, and availability, and discussed security baselining, which helps organizations 

establish a baseline of security measures to protect their systems. 

In addition, the speaker highlighted the various types of threats, including those posed by 

humans, and discussed different security controls that can be put in place to mitigate risks. He 

also introduced the concept of hacking and risk management, stressing the importance of 

understanding and managing risks to maintain system security. 

The presentation was engaging and informative, with the speaker sharing his own life 

experiences and introducing fun tools that could be used to retrieve information from just an 

email. The event was a great success, with participants leaving with a better understanding of 

cyber security and IPv6.
